Dear Catharine,

My name is Vladislava Segen, and | am one of the volunteers of Rubikus €.V, a charitable organisation
registered in Germany. Currently, our main efforts (Rubikus.helpUA) are on the evacuation of Ukrainian
refugees to safe places across the EU (including those traveling to UK) and other countries.

In the past 10 years, Rubikus volunteers organised a festival of the arts for Russian-speaking families
from across Europe. However, in the spring of 2022 following the Russian invasion, Rubikus. e.V. pivoted
from being education-focused to being evacuation-focused. Our first case was initiated on Feb 24, 2022,
and since then over 3000 families have reached out for help. During May, our team received on average
50 new requests for help a day. To date, our volunteers have provided support and consultation to over
9000 individuals.

In our efforts to help get Ukrainian refugees to safe places, we facilitate both, those who leave Ukraine via
Poland, Hungary, Moldova and Romania as well as those who evacuate via Russia. Unfortunately, many
European countries have begun to reduce the number of options available for free travel, for example, it is
no longer possible to use free public transport in Poland and Germany. Further, many volunteers who
have been offering shelter in their own homes are unable to continue doing so and many large refugee
shelters are closing or unable to take in more refugees. The stream of refugees coming from Russia, face
additional issues as free transport and accomodation options are even more limited. Yet, despite the
reduction in the available support, Rubikus continues to receive 50-70 new requests for help a day, in
particular those fleeing from the war-torn and occupied Eastern regions of Ukraine via Russia. Often
those people were forced to evacuate via Russia and had to go through filtration camps and very difficult
journeys across Russia, with many requiring urgent medical help (including wound treatment and
psychological support). We are trying everything we can to continue supporting those people.

| am reaching out to you following a recommendation from Estere Seinkmane, a volunteer who works at
CamCRAG, who has suggested that there is a possibility of applying for a grant to support the work of
Rubikus e.V. We believe that the aims of CamCRAG closely align with our efforts of evacuating Ukrainina
refugees fleeing from war across Europe. Is there a way CamCRAG could support our evacuation
efforts? If so, what are the requirements for applying for a CamGRAG grant?

We operate on a transparent basis and will be able to provide a report of how the money is spent
including receipts and passports of refugees benefiting from our support. Further, we can provide
testimonies from those whom we have helped.

We would greatly appreciate your support and look forward to hearing back from you.
